WELLNESS & RECREATION

Western North Carolina is the outdoor hub of the east coast and Henderson County is in the middle of it all. Dupont State Forest is an acclaimed
mountain biking, hiking and waterfall lover's paradise (Best Part: you can be on a Dupont trail in less than 20 minutes from Downtown Hendersonville.)
Pisgah National Forest is one of the most visited National Forests in the country and offers multiple trailheads, recreation areas and pristine trout
fishing streams in Henderson County.

For paddling enthusiasts, the French Broad River and Mills River gently twist through the northern part of the county and beg to floated down on a
hot summer day. The Green River, which passes through the southern end of Henderson County offers world-renown, technical whitewater kayaking.
If that is not enough for you, Great Smoky Mountains National Park is an hour drive offering endless opportunities for outdoor enthusiasts of all age,
skill levels and interests.
